COUNTY CLERK URGES VOTERS TO “OCCUPY THE POLLS” BEFORE EARLY VOTING ENDS 

Houston, TX –Harris County Clerk Stan Stanart reminded registered voters today that the 37 early 
voting locations will be open from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m. thru Friday, Nov. 4th.  Any citizen who is 
registered to vote in Harris County may vote at any one of the 37 locations. Election Day voting is 
Tuesday, Nov. 8th from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m. at the voter’s Election Day polling location. See 
www.harrisvotes.com for Early Voting locations, Election Day locations, and your personal sample 
ballot. 

 “Harris County, let‟s „OCCUPY THE POLLS‟ to vote.  At the Polls we can vote on 10 
amendments to OUR Texas Constitution, and depending on where you live, vote for the 
City of Houston Mayor, City Council positions, and many other candidates for over a 
dozen other jurisdictions.  Now is the time for the Voters of Harris County to „OCCUPY 
THE POLLS‟ and let their voice be heard.  Study the issues and the candidates, THEN 
VOTE!” said Harris County Clerk and Chief Election Officer, Stan Stanart.  

As of the close of Wednesday, 33,201 persons had been processed to vote at the county’s early 
voting locations and 6,988 of the 15,262 mail ballots requested have been received by the County 
Clerk’s Office.  “The good news is that with each day the voter turnout is increasing.  We 
invite every eligible voter to join our friendly Early Voting Staff and „OCCUPY THE POLLS‟ 
for a few minutes of their busy day” said Stan Stanart.  

Early Voting Facts 

Early Voting Infrastructure: 

 There are 37 Early Voting locations in Harris County.  

 By law, at minimum, there must be one early voting site per state representative district 

(SRD). Currently, there are 25 State Representative Districts in Harris County. 

 There are 12 State Representative Districts with two Early Voting locations. 

 There are 18 Early Voting Sites Inside Beltway 8. 

 There are 19 Early Voting Sites Outside Beltway 8. 
 

Time Provided for Early Voting 

 The early voting period provides Harris County voters 119.5 hours (7,170 minutes) to vote. 

Who can vote during the early voting period? 

 During the early voting period by personal appearance any citizen who is registered to vote in 

Harris County may vote at any one of the Harris County early voting locations. 

 Early voting in person was passed by the Legislature in 1987 and was first used in the Nov. 

1987 election on constitutional amendments. [sos.state.tx.us]
