Early Voting Ends Tomorrow

Houston, TX- The Harris County Clerk, Beverly Kaufman, would like to remind all Harris County voters that early voting for the Tuesday, November 7 2006 Joint Election ends tomorrow. “Your vote is symbolic of your freedom and your power as an American. I encourage you to use the last day of the Early Voting Period to cast your ballot”, said County Clerk and Chief elections official of Harris County Beverly Kaufman.  

Through Wednesday 115, 615 citizens had voted early by personal appearance. The County Clerk expects the number of early voters to be comparable to the 2002 gubernatorial elections when 151, 639 citizens voted early by personal appearance. 
Voters are strongly encouraged to take advantage of the last day of early voting with the extended voting hours of 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m.  Voters may visit any one of the thirty-three (33) locations throughout Harris County to cast their ballot.  If voters wait until Election Day, Tuesday, November 7, 2006, they must vote in their assigned precinct location between 7 a.m. and 7 p.m.  Each voter may identify their assigned voting precinct by referring to their yellow and white voter registration certificate issued by the Harris County Voter Registrar or call the Harris County Voter Registrar’s office at 713.368.2200 or the Harris County Clerk at 713.755.6965.
